Approval of a Contract with Mercer
for Fiscal Year 2009/10

The attached contract renews-the agreement between the Department of
Employee Services - Risk & Benefits Division and Mercer to provide employee
benefits consulting services. Employee benefits are a significant portion of the
County’ budget, including $25 million for the health, life, and disability programs
that Mercer supports.

Mercer is the only national consulting firm with full offices located in Oregon and
assists the County by negotiating renewal rates insurance carriers, conducting
legal review of summary plan descriptions, preparing actuarial analyses for the
self-insured plans and retiree medical fund, ensuring compliance with federal
and state laws, providing technical support to Benefits staff and the Benefits
Review Committee, and advising on current issues, trends and legislation
impacting the employee benefits program.

Consulting and actuarial fees are charged at a composite fee of $220 per hour
and shall not exceed a total of $100,000 for the contract period. This is the
same billing rate and contract maximum as the 2008/09 fiscal year. These
amounts are allocated in the 2009/10 budget for the Risk & Benefits Division -

Benefits Self Insurance Fund 760.
The contract has been reviewed and approved by County Counsel.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff respectfully recommends that the Board approve the contract with Mercer
for employee benefits consulting services for the 2009/10 fiscal year.

The Development Agency recently completed street improvements to Monterey Avenue
between 82™ Avenue and 1-205.This project reconstructed the right of way to main street
standards, which included three travel lanes, sidewalks, lighting, and landscaping.

In keeping with the County's goal of incorporating public art into projects, the Agency
partnered with the Clackamas County Arts Alliance to solicit artists to develop proposals
for Monterey Avenue. A call to Artists was made in February and 186 responses were
received. A selection committee narrowed this list to three finalists and invited them to
submit specific proposals. The proposal by David Boyer was selected by the committee.

Funds for this contract are budgeted in FY 2009/2010, account line 450-6600-481200-
30067. The total amount of this contract is not to exceed $54,000.00.

Periodically during the fiscal year it is necessary to transfer appropriations between the major
spending categories (personal services, materials and services, debt service, interfund
transfer, capital outlay and other requirements) to more accurately reflect the changing
requirements of the department.

- Approving a Grant of Easement to Clackamas County. Service District No. 1 for
Surface Water, Storm Drainage and Sanitary Sewer Purposes

Attached please find the Surface Water, Storm Drainage and Sanitary Sewer Easement for
Clackamas County Service District No.1

The North Clackamas Parks and Recreation District (NCPRD) and the North Clackamas School
District (NCSD) have partnered on the construction of new storm water and sanitary facilities on
the SE 162nd Avenue Community Park property. These facilities include construction of a 15-
inch sanitary sewer pipe. The surface water, storm drainage and sanitary sewer easement will
benefit the new Rock Creek Boulevard, the NCPRD park site and the NCSD site. This easement
allows the Clackamas County Service District No.1 (CCSD#1) to maintain the storm water
facilities constructed by NCSD and located on the NCPRD property. This combination easement
is a requirement for the sanitary sewer and storm drainage construction plan approval. The
proposed storm water easement consists of 2.24 acres Wthh are descrlbed in Exhibit A and
depicted on Exhibit B. :

This easement is being granted to CCSD#1 as a gift from NCPRD, there is no monetary
compensatlon associated with the action.

County Counsel has reviewed and approved the proposed easement.

CLACKAMAS COUNTY SERVICE DISTRICT NO.1
SANITARY SEWER INTERTIE PROJECT PHASE 3 — FINAL DESIGN

Phase | of CCSD#1’s Capacity Management Plan require that significant volumes of
sewage be transferred between CCSD#1 system and the Tri-City District. The
conveyance system, which consists of pumping and pipeline systems, was envisioned
as being constructed in two stages: an upsizing and improvement to the current
diversion pipeline between the two districts and a second larger pipeline system that
would fully utilize CCSD#1’s treatment capacity being constructed at the Tri-City plant
as CCSD#1’s projected service growth comes on line.

Construction of the first pipeline (Intertie #1) has been completed. The route analysis
and design of the second pipeline was purposely delayed until after the Community
Partners Taskforce delivered their recommendation to the Board of Commissioners.
This delay ensured that all pipeline investments could potentially be utilized under a
long term community strategy.

After results of a publicly advertised request for proposals were evaluated by a review
committee, the District recommended HDR Engineering (HDR) perform the preliminary
design work of this project. In August of 2008 the Board of Commissioners approved
the District entering into an agreement with HDR to perform this preliminary engineering
step and to then negotiate a final design and construction services contract for the
Board’s approval with HDR as the preliminary design work neared completion.

As the preliminary engineering effort nears completion, the District has completed
negotiations for a final design and construction services contract with HDR. Entering
into agreement for the final design and construction services of the project at this time
will ensure a continued momentum of effort towards getting this project completed in a
timely manner and within program deadlines

The Citizens Advisory Council was briefed on this contract as part of the program
approach for design and construction activities in 2007.

APPROVAL OF AGREEMENT TO FURNISH SERVICES BETWEEN
CINTAS CORPORATION AND CLACKAMAS COUNTY SERVICE DISTRICT NO. 1

Water Environment Services (WES) employees work in harsh environments that can
pose potential risk and danger. Such employees are required to wear protective
clothing that prevents bacteria and other disease causing sources from being
transported to the workers cars and homes. This clothing must also protect the
individual from any type of electrical arc flash and/or potential fire hazards found in the
work environment.

The Department’s current service provider, Cintas Corporation, provides clean
laundered uniforms, jackets, coveralls, towels, etc. that are delivered weekly at various
work locations while dirty, soiled items are picked up and taken to the Cintas facility to
be sanitized and again delivered the following week. The current uniform material, a
polyester-cotton blend, does not meet the WES Safety Council's determination that a
one hundred percent cotton clothing is many times safer to the wearer if involved in an
arc flash or fire hazard situation. Cintas has agreed to change out all non-conforming
uniforms to one hundred percent cotton material at no additional cost if the Districts
agree to a three-year contract. Other providers were contacted and would not absorb
the initial cost of moving to a all cotton supply.

Therefore, WES determined it was in both CCSD#1’s best interest to enter into a
negotiated contract with their current supplier. Cintas will provide these services for a
term of up to 36 months and a not-to-exceed cost of $150,000. At the expiration of this
Agreement, the District will request proposals from other service providers prior to
awarding a subsequent contract. The contract is being established through CCSD#1
but will serve CCSD#1, Tri-City and the SWMACC Districts. Funds for this service are
included in the FY 2009-2010 operating budgets for each District.

APPROVAL OF CONTRACT TO PURCHASE MATERIALS AND SERVICES

FOR THE CLACKAMAS COUNTY SERVICE DISTRICT NO.1
TIMBERLINE RIM PUMP STATION — PUMP REPLACEMENTS

Pumps in the Timberline Rim Pump Station have been in place for approximately 26-years, and
are in need of replacement. Replacing them will increase needed capacity and reliability as well
as significantly reduce maintenance costs.

A Request for Proposals (RFP) was sent out specifically to three local pump suppliers and the
RFP was posted on the Water Environment Services Request for Proposals website.

After review of the proposals received, District staff has determined that the proposal from ITT
Water & Wastewater USA, Flygt products (ITT) was the lowest responsive proposal. The initial
proposal bid came in at $84,333, but after removing some spare parts from the scope the final
bid was negotiated down to $69,392.00. '

Funding for this Clackamas County Service District #1-Hoodland Service Area project is included
in the FY 2008/2009 capital program budget.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the Board of County Commissioners of Clackamas County, Oregon,
acting as the governing body of Clackamas County Service District No. 1, a county service
district (“District”), and as the Local Contract Review Board:

A. Authorize the District to enter into contract with ITT Water & Wastewater USA, Flygt products
to purchase pump station pump replacements for an amount not to exceed $69,392.00, and

B. Authorize the Director of Water Environment Services to execute the Agreement without
further Board action.
