Board of County Commissioners, Clackamas County Members of the Board:

An Intergovernmental Agreement between the Tri County Metropolitan Transportation
District of Oregon (TriMet) and Clackamas County for Transit Police Services.

Aftached is an IGA between TriMet and Clackamas County to provide Deputies to the Transit
Police Division Green Line, operated and administered by the Portland Police Bureau. The
Sheriff's Office has assigned one Deputy Sheriff and one Sergeant to the Transit Police
Division. For the first year, Clackamas County Sheriff's Office (CCSO) personnel will be
assigned to the Green Line and not subject to transfer.

In this agreement, TriMet will compensate Clackamas County for the services of the CCSO
staff assigned to the Transit Police Division. The term of the initial agreement is from July 1,
2009, and June 30, 2010, unless terminated earlier by either party.

For the first year of operations, the Portland Police Bureau Transit Police will reimburse
CCSO for salaries, overtime, insurance, retirement, other benefits and indirect costs and
overhead not to exceed 10%. It is estimated that for FY 09-10 costs will be $300,000. For
subsequent years, CCSO and the Portland Police Bureau will each submit to TriMet a
proposed annual budget for services by April 1 of each year. Attachments to the agreement
specify details about authority, deployment, billing, seniority, schedules and staffing.

County Counsel has approved this Agreement.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the Board of County Commissioners approve this Intergovernmental
Agreement.

Cooperative Intergovernmental Agreement between the Library District of Clackamas County
and the City of Estacada for District Revenue

Attached please find an Intergovernmental Agreement, (IGA) between the Library District of
Clackamas County and the City of Estacada for the City to receive District Revenue to provide
public library service. This Agreement shall commence on July 30, 2009 and continue until
terminated.

In November 2008 the eligible citizens of Clackamas County voted to authorize the creation of a
county service district to support libraries at a property tax rate of $0.3975 per $1,000 AV, and in
December 2008 the Library District of Clackamas County (the “District””) was formed. The county
service district structure requires the Board of County Commissioners to act as the District
governing body. The Library District was formed to provide stable funding for library services
throughout Clackamas County by collecting District-wide property taxes and distributing those
funds directly to library service providers. This attached Library District Intergovernmental
Agreement was developed for the purpose of distributing operating funds from the newly formed
Library District to library service providers. The approval of the IGA completes the process to
authorize distribution of District revenue to the Library Cities who have also approved and signed
the agreement.

RECOMMENDATION:

Business and Community Services respectfully recommends that the District Board approve and
sign the attached IGA between the Library District of Clackamas County and the City of Estacada..

CLACKAMAS COUNTY SERVICE DISTRICT NO.1 FOR
WATER QUALITY MONITORING SERVICES

Staff has been working with the Clackamas County Soil and Water Conservation District
(CCSWCD) and the Oregon Department of Agriculture to develop a water quality sampling
plan which will focus on impaired streams within the Clackamas County Service District
No.1 (CCSD#1) and those that flow into a larger tributaries that are listed under Section
303(d) of the Clean Water Act. In order to pursue its implementation, CCSWCD has
requested to enter in an agreement with CCSD#1 for District staff to provide their sampling
and laboratory analysis services. District counsel has reviewed the agreement as to form.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff respectfully recommends that the Board approve the attached Intergovernmental
Agreement between Clackamas County Service District No. 1 and the Clackamas County
Soil & Water Conservation District for sampling and laboratory analysis services.

APPROVAL OF AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN
CLACKAMAS COUNTY SERVICE DISTRICT NO. 1 (CCSDi#1),
AND THE CLACKAMAS RIVER BASIN COUNCIL (CRBC) FOR
BORING WASTEWATER TREATMENT FACILITY WEIR REMOVAL PROJECT

The Boring wastewater treatment plant constructed an upstream weir in North Fork of Deep
Creek to measure stream flow as a condition of the treatment plant’s discharge permit. Deep
Creek is a tributary of the Clackamas River and is important to the survival of Coho salmon.
The weir was the lowest downstream fish barrier, and Deep Creek was rated one of the highest
sub-basin priorities for fish passage work by the Clackamas River Basin Council. (CRBC).

The weir is no longer being employed for its original purpose so staff, in partnership with DEQ
and CRBC, considered its future disposition. After investigating and discussing several options,
it was determined the best long term alternative was to remove the weir from the creek.

The funds for this effort was included the CCSD#1 approved FY2009-2010 budget and the
construction work was completed this summer. The total cost for the effort was $43,000. CRBC
secured $10,000 in grant funds to assist with the project, including $3,000 from the Clackamas
Stewardship Partners and $7,000 from the National Fish and Wildlife Foundation.

The attached Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) will partially reimburse the District for its
efforts. The IGA describes the partnership and grant funds available to reimburse the
engineering analyses and subsequent tasks associated with removal of the weir. District
counsel has reviewed the Agreement as to content and form.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff respectfully recommends that the Board of County Commissioners approve the
Intergovernmental Agreement between the Clackamas County Service District No. 1 and the
Clackamas River Basin Council to assist in funding the removal of this fish barrier.

THE CITY OF JOHNSON CITY AND CLACKAMAS COUNTY SERVICE DISTRICT NO. 1
FOR WATER QUALITY MONITORING SERVICES

On September 2006, the Department of Environmental Quality issued the new Total Maximum
Daily Load (TMDL) regulations to all discharges on the Willamette River. These regulations
required that implementation plans to meet the new TMDLs be developed by the Designated
Management Agencies (DMA'’s) for each of the Willamette watersheds.

Clackamas County Service District No. 1 (CCSD#1) and the City of Johnson City are two of the
DMA's responsible for developing and implementing strategies to mitigate the pollutant loading
associated with mercury, temperature and bacteria. Johnson City has approached the District
requesting that the two agencies enter in an agreement whereby the District would provide
sampling and laboratory analysis associated with the water quality monitoring aspect of the TMDL
compliance efforts.

District counsel has reviewed the Agreement as to form.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff respectfully recommends that the Board approve the attached Intergovernmental Agreement
between Clackamas County Service District No. 1 and the City of Johnson City for sampling and
laboratory analysis services..

APPROVAL OF INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN
CLACKAMAS COUNTY SERVICE DISTRICT NO.1
AND
OREGON METROPOLITAN SERVICE DISTRICT
FOR LOW IMPACT DEVELOPMENT APPROACHES

Water Environment Services (WES) administers and manages wastewater and
stormwater management services for two separate districts including the Surface Water
Management Agency of Clackamas County (SWMACC) and Clackamas County
Service District No. 1 (CCSD#1). Both districts are transitioning their storm water
management programs from a utility model to an integrated watershed management
approach in order to address future regulatory constraints

As part of this effort, two Watershed Action Plans (WAP’s) have been developed for
CCSD#1 focusing on future efforts in the Kellogg/Mt. Scott Creek basins and the Rock
Creek basins. The primary goal of each plan is the protecting, restoring and enhancing
the health and function of the specific watershed. Each has been tailored to the specific
needs and characteristics of the two specific basins. An early action item identified
from the effort is to update the District's Storm water Standards. It is staff intent to
encourage the use of Low Impact Development Approaches (LIDA) in the updated
standards. This approach has been supported by the District’s advisory board.

The Oregon Metropolitan Service District (METRO) is the recipient from the State of
Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) of, U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) Clean Water Act, Section 319 funds. Metro wishes to enter into an
agreement with CCSD#1 to utilize these funds in a grant of up to $11,000.00, for the
purpose of developing an outline for revised stormwater standards that incorporate low
impact development approaches.

This agreement has been reviewed by County Counsel for content and form.
