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Surface Transportation Program 

(STP)

o STP provides federal funding which can be used for 

highways, bridges, or transit projects.  

o Rural areas with a population of 200,000 or more receive 

an annual allocation of funding based on population.

o The urban funding is distributed to projects within the 

Metro Region, using a competitive process.

o The local match is 10%.

o Clackamas County has received an average rural 

disbursement of $530,000 over the last five years.
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Secure Rural Schools &

Timber Harvest Revenue

ÅSecure Rural Schools Funding has provided consistent 

federal funding that has been directed toward road 

maintenance.

ÅThe final Secure Rural Schools payment is expected in 

January 2012.

ÅThe County will continue to receive approximately $300k 

annually from timber harvests.
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
