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W e created this coloring and activity book to 
help young people learn about the impor-
tant role that the Sheriff’s Office plays in 

our community. Your children have probably seen 
Sheriff’s Office patrol cars driving on our streets and 
roads, or maybe they have met a Deputy Sheriff at a 
public-safety fair or working as a School Resource Of-
ficer — but there is a whole lot more to what we do!

For example, did you know that the Sheriff’s Office 
is responsible for all search-and-rescue operations 
in the county? That’s a big responsibility, especially 
when your county includes Mt. Hood — the most-
climbed mountain in North America! Our Search 
& Rescue team, which is one of the busiest in the 
state, is called out every two or three days to help 
find someone who is lost or missing.

The Sheriff’s Office also operates the county jail. Last 
year, we booked more than 13,000 suspects into 
custody — which works out to about 36 a day, on 
average. The jail itself is like a city within a city, with 
its own medical clinic, a Laundromat and a kitchen 
that serves more than 150,000 meals annually. We 
help inmates to continue their education and to be-
come mentally and emotionally stable, to reduce the 
chances that they will return to jail in the future.

Stories about law-enforcement officers investigating 
crimes are very popular on television, and we have 
those kinds of resources right here in Clackamas 
County. Our evidence technicians and crash scene 
investigators can gather the tiniest clues, includ-
ing fingerprints and DNA. We even have a forensic 
artist, who works with people who have been the 
victims of a crime to create an image of the suspect 
we can use to help track them down.

The Records Unit might not be quite as glamorous 
as some of our other special teams, but they are no 
less vital to our success! They operate 24-hours-
a-day, 7-days-a-week, 365-days-a-year. Each day, 

they process about 170 
reports from law-enforce-
ment officers — or more 
than 62,000 each year. 
On top of that, the Re-
cords Unit also handles 
an average of 80 to 100 
requests daily from other 
law-enforcement organizations and the public.

And, of course, we have our K9 Unit — home to the 
real-life Mik and Nero. The unit was founded in 1994 
with six dogs, and has been growing ever since. To 
become a K9 handler, deputies must have at least 
five years of experience. Next, they attend a six-
week training course working side-by-side with their 
new partner. K9s help us locate hiding suspects, 
respond to burglar alarms and find concealed evi-
dence and drugs.

Finally, we hope that this book will give your children 
a glimpse at the exciting, dynamic world of law en-
forcement. It is a rewarding career that gives us the 
opportunity to serve the community and make a real 
difference in people’s lives. The Sheriff’s Office of-
fers a Cadet program for young people ages 15-21, 
which gives them the opportunity to experience 
many aspects of working in law enforcement while 
building self-discipline, confidence and teamwork.

Even with all of these great resources, our most im-
portant partner in the fight against crime is you. We 
need your continued support and your help to hold 
offenders accountable and to enhance the safety of 
the communities that we serve.

Working together, we can make a difference.
