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Definitions of words and terms used in this comic!

Mik & Nero in “Safety Street”

Pedestrian — A pedestrian is someone traveling 
on foot. It could be someone walking or running. 

Right of way — If someone has the “right of 
way,” they get to go first in traffic — and other  
vehicles have to stop for them. For example: 
Trains have the right of way because people and 
cars have to stop for them.

Intersection — Any place where two or more 
streets or roads meet.

Don’t ride your bike 

too close to a car 

door! Sometimes 

those doors open!

They 

might not see you!

And, again, 

watch out  

for cars...

Because They  

might not be watching 

out for you!

There are lots of 

important things to 

know about trains...

But you have 

to respect 

their power!



Trains can’t 

stop quickly! And they can 

crush a car like a 

car crushes  

a soda can!

What do you 

think that 

means?

Yes! Because they’re 

big and dangerous, 

trains ALWAYS have 

the right of way! 

Cars and pedestrians 

and kids on bikes need 

to be VERY careful 

around trains?

They can’t 

turn to go 

around you!

They can weigh 

as much as 

4,000 cars!

THiS sign 

mean?

Pedestrian 

crossing!
